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Title: How did that get there?
Concept / Topic To Teach: how glaciers affect the land
Standards Addressed: 

S6E5. Students will investigate the scientific view of how the earth’s surface is formed. 

f. Explain the effects of physical processes (plate tectonics, erosion, deposition, 

volcanic eruption, gravity) on earth’s surface
Objectives:
As a lead in for weathering and erosion on Earth’s surface I put up a picture of glacial erratics found in Yellowstone. Students had to write down their predictions about how they got there.
Required Materials:

Picture and Promethean board
Procedures:
1. Put the picture on the Promethean board of glacial erratics and have students come up with a prediction of how the rocks got there.
- Closing: at the end of the lesson students revist the picture and decide if they want to change their prediction or not
The next day we discussed what actually happened and how they got there. This relates back to how Earth’s surface is affected.
