 

Lesson Plan Title: Weathering in the Park
Concept / Topic To Teach: chemical and mechanical weathering and effects of human activity on Earth’s surface
Standards Addressed: 

S6E5. Students will investigate the scientific view of how the earth’s surface is formed.

Objectives:
After learning about the different types of weathering and investigating examples of each students will have to use their knowledge of weathering to identify what the picture is showing.
Required Materials:

Pictures of Yellowstone posted around the room, notebook paper and pencil
Procedures:
1. Introduce activity- have the pictures of Yellowstone and various weathering/erosion examples posted around the room
2. Students will work around the room investigating the pictures and using what they know about weathering/erosion to determine what happened to the land shown in the pictures given below

- Closing: Have students get in groups of 3-4 and discuss what they came up with. Pick which student has the most accurate answer in your group to share with the class. We will discuss what the groups came up with
